GAME 3 – Santa Ana College Dons (30-14) vs. Glendale College Vaqueros (29-15)

BAKERSFIELD – Glendale College secured their first-ever state tournament win on Saturday with a 13-6 win over Santa Ana College in the California Community College Athletic Association Baseball State Championships at Gerry Collis Field in Bakersfield. The Vaqueros, who went 0-2 in their only other state tournament appearance in 1980, rebounded from a 21-9 loss to San Joaquin Delta College on Friday. Glendale (29-15) will now face the Delta/Ohlone loser at 6:00 p.m., while the Dons (30-14) see their season come to a close.
The Vaqueros scored early and often against the Dons, who struggled on defense and committed five errors on the day. It was just one day after Glendale committed eight miscues in their loss to San Joaquin Delta that dropped them into the loser’s bracket. In the first inning, Eli Whitman singled with one out and advanced to third base when Dons shortstop Trevor Magno threw the ball away on a sacrifice bunt by Erik Suarez. Whitman then scored on a sacrifice fly by Sako Chapjian. A pair of runs in the second in the second inning and four more (on just two hits) in the fourth inning made it a 7-0 game and started the rout.
Glendale pitcher Ryan Sherriff (6-5) kept Santa Ana off balance all morning, allowing just two hits and struck out five batters after six innings. Sherriff tired in the seventh inning after allowing a pair of hits and a walk to start the stanza. He was charged with four runs, five hits and four walks. The pair of losses by the Dons was the first time since a three-game losing skid in February and it marked the first time all year they were shut out two games in a row. Santa Ana starting pitcher Marcus Garrett (7-2) lasted just 2 1/3 innings and allowed seven runs (three earned) and five hits.
Catcher Miles Niemeyer went 4-for-5 with three RBI and two runs scored for the Vaqueros, including a two-run double in the third inning, while second baseman Ryan Daniels added three hits and four RBI. 

Santa Ana looked to make a game of it with a five-run eighth inning, with Marcus Meraz doubling in a pair of runs. But it was all Glendale, who will look for their second win of the day.
